1 was in
the arena taking photographs, and no-
ticed a strange sound would come and
go. Tt took awhile for me to realize it
was Kathy humming to herself as she
ripped at full tilt around the course.

athy’s immediate goals are
simply to keep riding and
ompeting. Her grades are
good because, as Jim said very firmly,
“If she doesn’t do well in school, she
can’t ride.” Eventually Kathy wants to
become a “veterinarian, horse-trainer,
farrier and rancher.”

She loves all animals but said,
“Horses are the best. I want to be able
to take care of them myself.” She said
some travel might be nice but wants to
stay in the area of southeast New
Mexico. My impression was that Kathy
will be able to do anything she puts

her mind to doing. As I said, the end-
ing of this story has yet to be written.

After a delightful evening of bar-
becue and conversation, it was time to
lower the flag and head on home. The
kids had tired themselves out on the
trampoline. This was the third one
they’ve had to buy, after wearing out
the previous two. For the Hollmanns
and the Barkers, that was just fine be-
cause this was all about bringing up
their children right. Their healthy
lifestyle and work with horses was a
deliberate choice intended to teach
them self-confidence, respect for oth-
ers, and honor of family and country.
